Background

The Youth Dialogue Caravan 2026 is part of the European Union (EU)’s engagement
in promoting gender equality and LGBTQIA+ rights in Thailand, in alignment with Pride
Month. This EU initiative organised under the EU-Thailand Cooperation Facility
(EUTHCF) creates a platform for youth, policymakers, academic institutions, and civil
society to exchange perspectives on equality, rights, and inclusion.

In a changing social context, young people play a key role in driving more inclusive
societies. However, challenges such as discrimination, unequal access to services,
and gaps between policy and lived realities remain, particularly for LGBTQIA+ youth.
This event brings stakeholders together to explore how institutions—the public and
private sectors and educational organisations—can better respond to these issues
and strengthen inclusive systems and practices.

Format of the Caravan

The programme adopts a participatory and dialogue-based approach, combining
policy discussions with interactive sessions. It will feature a panel discussion in the
morning and a workshop and interactive exercises in the afternoon, bringing together
diverse stakeholders to share experiences, reflect on key challenges, and identify
practical solutions. Through these sessions, the event aims to capture youth
perspectives and views, strengthen multi-stakeholder collaboration, and generate
actionable insights to advance gender equality and LGBTQIA+ rights in Thailand.

Audience
The caravan event aims to attract 80-100 participants from the following target
audience:

Dialogue session in the morning

o Undergraduate and postgraduate students and youth leaders.

o LGBTQIA+ activists and civil society organisations; university and government
officials and representatives from the private sector.

Workshop sessions in the afternoon
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A small group of 30-40 participants will be invited to ensure in-depth, interactive
discussions. Participants will be recruited through nominations from invited youth
and civil society organisations and academic institutions.
