Program Development Objective
The project aims to improve the livelihoods of poor and marginalised rural communities of Leilek district of Batken region through promotion of income and employment activities.
Main target groups:
300 target farming households (at least 70% will be women-led households) running multi-product model of sustainable farming based on agroecology and energy efficiency. The total direct beneficiaries will be around 1800 inhabitants. 
At least seven CBOs/CSOs operating locally and representing interest of the population of five targeted villages;
Two CBOs representing the interests of youth from the targeted villages;
Local state administration and local authorities: at least four representatives from the Las of the each targeted village (at least 20 individuals).
Key challenges that the program helps to address:
· Weak capacity of CBOs and LAs
· Weak capacity of regional and national institutions with poor financial performance
· Lack of access of the rural population to primarily needs and social services
· Vulnerability to geographical isolation and climate disadvantage
· Vulnerable livelihoods due to energy deprivation and weak local governance
Expected outcomes 
· Strengthening capacities of CSOs and LAs to effectively promote facilitate and contribute for inclusive and sustainable growth; 
· Institutional capacity building for representatives of various Community Based Organisations and Local Authorities enabling them to better participate in local socio-economic development processes based on rural population needs and priorities;
· Income and employment activities for vulnerable rural households facilitating income generation, and social development;
·  Providing access to the rural population to the primary needs and social services, all together contributing to the local development and growth; 
·  Support to local economic and social infrastructure of high significance at community level.
