Aim of the study visit:
The aim of the programme is to educate journalists on the functioning mechanisms of the central EU institutions and to gain a better understanding of the EU enlargement policy as well as the EU - Moldova cooperation framework.
The agenda of the visit will include meetings with representatives of the European Union institutions, media organizations, NGOs, participation in events concerning the EU-Moldova bilateral relations. The programme also includes a training course in Chisinau on the functioning of the European institutions and the EU's foreign policy as well as the EU - Moldova cooperation framework and to follow on the European Council’s decision on opening negotiation with candidate countries to the EU, including the Republic of Moldova.
The European Union will cover all participation costs.

Who is eligible to apply?
The study visit is addressed to journalists working in both central and regional media in Moldova, with at least 1 year of experience in the field, who are interested in covering topics related to the EU-Moldova cooperation:
· Experienced journalists as well as young journalists working in TV, radio, print and online media;
· Journalists actively involved in covering EU issues;
· Journalists who respect ethical standards, plurality of sources and apply the principle of transparency in their professional activity;
· Applicants with an intermediate or at least basic level of English.

Note: Journalists representing media outlets founded / financed / subsidized by government, political parties and religious organizations - are not eligible.
