>>	 Ethiopia is one of the main beneficiaries of the EU Trust Fund for Africa, with activities on the 
	 protection and development needs of refugees and host communities, root causes of irregular  
	 migration, economic opportunities and resilience of the most vulnerable communities.
>>	 Further programmes are in the pipeline to support job creation, in particular for refugees (also  
	 through support for the newly planned industrial parks), as well as to support the establishment of a  
	 unified national identification and registration system.
>> EU development and protection support to refugees in Ethiopia has continued through the 
	 implementation of the Regional Development and Protection Programme (RDPP) for the Horn of  
	 Africa, including specific action for the protection of children.
>> Preparation of projects on biometrics and on reintegration are ongoing.

>>	 Maintain close dialogue with Ethiopia as Chair of the Khartoum Process, in the preparations of the  
	 Valletta Senior Officials Meeting in February 2017. 
>>	  Continue building on the initial steps taken in order to improve cooperation in the field of return and  
	 readmission.
>>	 Strengthen further support to Ethiopia as a country of transit and of destination of migrants and  
	 refugees.
